[bookmark: _Hlk125358988]Last week we read pages D388 – D392 and answered questions (Q4) through (Q10).  Some of what discussed was: 
How the collapse of the price of certain crops affected the livelihood of farmers in America and how the same event affected European farmers, but differently. 
The commonly accepted reason for this trouble was that the farmers had engaged in overproduction.  
However, a report made in 1895 by Mr. Robert Lindblom to the Agricultural Department of the U.S. Government showed that production had remained relatively constant, despite an increasing population.
The real problem for the plight of both the American and the European farmer during the last quarter of the 19th century was the demonetization of silver.   
This is consistent with the prophecy of James 5:1-9, which tells us about the gathering of riches at the end of the age and the fraud effected upon farmers.  
As confirmation of this, we noted how the predicament of the farmer differed from that of mechanics and other laborers.  The farmers had a real collapse of their income while mechanics simply had a fear of loss.
